Installation: 
	- Tent frame, tent roof and walls, stakes and rope
	Directions for installing:
- Find an area that can accommodate a 10’x 20’ tent unit with about 1-2’ of free space on all sides and is away from trees, rocks, wires, house corners or fixated objects within 2’. Preferably install on grass but pavement (driveway) is ok too. Do not install in high winds. 
- **Have a person help you install it – best if 2-3 people installing it.
- Follow the instructions provided

Safety Rules:
	- PLEASE DO NOT: play in the tent area. Falling into a wall can break the frame.
- Away from open fire or heat such as grill or campfire
- Keep sharp objects away from the walls

- If the ground is excessively muddy please roll up the wall panels
- If there a spill or stain on the panels, please try to clean it up

Damage and Repair Fees: 
- If the tent walls or roof pieces are punctured, burned, or ripped, or the unit is not able to set up properly, or the beams 
are broken or bent the customer renting it must pay $160 – the value of a new tent.

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OPEN INSTRUCTIONS
CAUTION:
Do not set up this Gazebo in windy conditions. Doing so may result in injury and/or damage to
your tent.

Ploase follow these Instructions carefully to avoid pinching your fingers when the frame is opening
and closing. Setting up your tent requires a minimum of three people.

. Place your Pop up Gazebo in the center of your working area. Next, remove the carrying bag and hold

the Gazebo upright,

. As shown in step 2 of the dlagram, open the gazebo tent with the help of partners. While working

together on opposite ends, grasp the two outside legs and Iift the frame slightly off the ground. Now,
walk backwards while slowly opening the gazebo. Continue to open the gazebo by pushing the side
supports Into position as shown in steps 3 in the diagram. Next, move to opposite comers and repeat
this series of steps until the gazebo is almost fully open.

*Bo careful not to pull backwards too hard as this may bend the side supports.

. Engage the siider at each comer by pushing up with one hand while holding down the top of the leg

the locating hole. Repeat this

with the other hand (see diagram 5). A snap button will engag
procedure on the other five legs.

Working in pairs, extend the support legs by stepping on the leg’s foot plate and s!
out unil the snap button locks in the locating hole. Repeat this step until completed (See diagram 6).
Next, attach the removable sidewalls by wrapping the Velcro straps around the leg frames.

. Laslly, secure the gazebo tent using the ropes. Attach the ropes to the ring at each comer and secure

your Pop up Gazebo to the ground using stakes. ~Or, simply push the stakes through the hole on
each leg's foot plate into solid soil.
